About PowerMentor  

 

PowerMentor is a 501 (c) (3) non-profit 
California corporation. PowerMentor is 
a driving force in training, equipping, 
and motivating community based or-
ganizations, churches, schools, military, 
and criminal justice agencies in proven 
effective mentoring strategies. 
 
Our expertise in the field of mentoring 
is often called upon to build new mentor 
programs or assist in strengthening ex-
isting mentor programs empowering 
them to be more effective and results 
driven. 
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Changing lives, one person at a time! 
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Examples of how our Mobile Outreach Team has 
become an affective resource for communities can 
be evidenced by the case involving 14 year old 
Javier Quiroz who was gunned down in a park near 
his home in the City Heights neighborhood. Almost 
immediately, PowerMentor was able to mentor a 
large number of young people in Javierôs community. 
We used a tragedy to bring the community together 
and used the incident as a catalyst in changing the 
mindset of the young people who had been falling 
into at-risk behaviors.  
 
In addition, part of our program utilizes mentors and 
their mentees to give back by helping in times of 
community need such as the recent San Diego wild 
fires when we mobilized to help the community. 
 
An example of a typical mobile outreach follows a 
critical incident occurring in a neighborhood which 
could be a crime of violence, or a trend of crimes in a 
particular area. We send out an advance team to 
assess the needs and develop community contacts 
with local churches and organizations. We then col-
laborate with the community to put together a strate-
gic plan. We develop and empower people from 
within the target community to rise up and exert their 
positive influence within their own community.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
After deploying our Mobile Outreach Team com-
mand center, we begin the process of implementing 
the specific strategic plan.  
 
Our community outreach often include producing a 
short documentary video of the community needs 
which is completed in the field via our video editing 
technicians.  
 
During this time we broadcast motivational and inspi-
rational video success stories of young people who 
have changed their lives. Later in the evening, we 
invite the community to an outreach event in which 
we broadcast the completed video via video projec-
tion screen and have a message from local leaders 
to mobilize their community for positive change. 
 
We also offer workshops for young people on a vari-
ety of topics including how to apply for colleges and 
financial aid (FAFSA). We are equipped to set up 
vocational training within their community as well.

These videos have 
been very instrumental in motivat-
ing and inspiring young people that 
they can change their life, and have 
a newfound purpose to impact their 
family, friends, and community! 

Success Stor ies 
Many of our success stories have 
been featured by the media in-
cluding that of Jose Orozco. 
Joseôs parents both died of cancer 
before he entered his teen years. 
He dropped out of school, was 
associating with gang members, 
and working at a local Jack in the 
Box. PowerMentor began reach-
ing out to Jose when he was 17 
years old, and before long he was 
on the road to a changed life. 
Jose returned back to school 
earning his G.E.D., graduated 
San Diego State University with a 
double major in political science 
and philosophy, and then jour-
neyed to law School. In 2009, 
Jose graduated from California 
Western School of Law. He men-
tored Agustin Pena who gradu-
ated from SDSU, and in 2009 was 
accepted to law school as well.  
 
Like most of our stories, we have 
a track record spanning over 15 
years in which we walk alongside 
of young people, empowering 
them to meet their goals every 
step of the way.
